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CsGraph
Purpose:

Demonstrate how to implement a generic directed graph using an adjacency list structure that does not duplicate nodes.  This package provides:

1. CsNode<V,E> class representing nodes that hold an instance of a V type and a collection of references to child nodes and instances of an E type for each edge to the child.

2. pair<CsNode<V,E>, E> structure holds a child node reference and an instance of the E type for its edge.
3. CsGraph<V,E> class represents directed graphs and provides depth first search via its walk() method.

4. Operation<V,E> class provides a doNodeOp that CsGraph<V,E>.walk() applies to every node it encounters and a doEdgeOp that it applies when each (virtual) edge is traversed.
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
