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Purpose:

Demonstrate how to build a simple message-passing communication facility with WCF.  
1. A data contract, Message, is defined that encapsulates a command and a text body

2. A service contract, ICommService, is define that exposes a PostMessage(Message) operation.

3. The service implementation also provides a Message GetMessage() operation for use by the server.

4. Service supports three different bindings:

a. BasicHttpBinding – does not require certificate, does not guarantee ordered message delivery

b. WSHttpBinding – requires certificate, guarantees ordered message delivery by default

c. NetTcpBinding – requires certificate, guarantees ordered message delivery by default
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
