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Project #7 – Directory Synchronizer with WPF and WCF   
Purpose:
A directory synchronizer supports copying files between possibly remote directories to make them, or some files within them, the same.  This is a great chance to explore using Windows Presentation Foundation (WPF) and Windows Communication Foundation (WCF) by designing the communication and GUI using these two technologies.
Requirements:

Your Directory Synchronizer:
1. Displays the contents of the two directories in side-by-side listboxes.  It provides for navigation by showing both files and directories.  If you double click on a directory the window in which you click, either local or remote, refreshes its view with the contents of the clicked on directory.  To make this work you will also need to show a parent folder at the top of the listbox.
2. Single click on one or more files selects them and enables upload (download) of the file to the remote (local) folder.  The date should of the file should not change, so you will need to reset the date to its source value in the destination directory.

3. Use WCF for all communication and WPF for all user interface modules.
