Project – On-Line Course Delivery System

Purpose:
This project requires the class to build a web site and tools for delivering an On-Line course. You will create:

1. a set of linked web pages that contain content for a short course on web page scripting
.

2. a chat system that allows any two students, or student and instructor, carry on a text-based discussion.  

3. Each student should also be able to access a page with his or her own current grade status, but not be able to access the grade page of any other student.

The class will be divided up into groups with different responsibilities.  Those registered for CSE691 will be responsible for the course content pages.  Those registered for CSE891 will be responsible for the chat and grade systems.

Requirements:

Your  project:



1. shall operate in the environment provided in the ECS clusters.



2. shall provide a linked set of web pages that provide an organized and interesting discussion of web page scripting, covering both JavaScript and VBScript.  This discussion should include :

· basic syntax

· events

· methods and functions

· objects




3. shall provide a messenger system, based on sockets, that uses a web server to store references to course participants, e.g., all users of the message system.



4. The messenger system shall support direct connections between participants, including the instructor.


5. When a participant “logs in”, the system shall display a list of all other participants, currently on-line, and allow the new participant to join in a discussion.



6. shall, provide means for each participant to access a web page with their current grade status,  but not allow access to any other grades.  The grade status shall show grades for each assignment and examination, and a current status grade.



We will be building this project as we progress through the course.  Many of your lab assignments will relate directly to this project.  You will each make individual presentations about your assigned part of this project during the last class.
