Project Submissions

Please submit all you project work as follows:

1. Provide all source code necessary to build the project execution image.  Please do not include other source code unless specifically asked to do so.



2. Provide a batch file named COMPILE.BAT that will build your project from the default directory.  I will create an empty directory, copy the contents of your submission into it and issue the command COMPILE.  The result should be an execution image ready for test. Here’s an example:


 
:compile.bat
 
msdev myprog.dsw /make /rebuild


or, alternately:



:compile.bat
cl /GX /Femyprog.exe myprog.cpp helper1.cpp helper2.cpp

3. Provide a batch file named RUN.BAT that will invoke your execution image with any command line arguments necessary to generate required output for testing.  Your run.bat must execute without user intervention.  Do not require user to enter anything other than the run command.  Note that this is also a requirement on your program’s functionality.  Here is an example:




:run.bat


myprog datafile1.dat datafile2.dat


4. Use WinZip to archive all your code including source code, execution image, input data files if required, project and workspace files (*.dsp and *.dsw) and batch files.  BEFORE ARCHIVING PLEASE CLEAN YOUR PROJECT – in the integrated environment use Build\Clean, or, from the command line delete *.pch, *.ilk, *.ncb, *.pdb, *.obj files.
 



5. Please also include a batch file to unregister any dlls that your build process registered.



6. Name your archive USERIDn where USERID is the first seven characters in you ECS userid and n is the project number. 



7. Mail the zip file USERIDn.ZIP to CSE791HW.
