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First Ajax Example
Purpose:
Illustrate how to make web pages responsive by using Client Callbacks, e.g., Ajax.  

1. The client ends a request string to server, via a control event.

2. The server processes the client’s string in a method: ICallbackEventHandler.GetCallbackResult();

3. The client receives back a string as an argument to a Javascript callback function invoked by the server.
4. The callback function does something with the returned string to affect the current page.
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
