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HTML Controls
Purpose:

HTML provides a number of controls, useful for collecting and returning information to the user.  Often controls are embedded in an HTML form with a submit button.  When the submit button is pressed data from the controls is packed into a post command and returned to the page source for further processing. 

We will see, next week, how forms are used to send data to a server and return server-side information to the user.
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
