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Partitioned HTML Document Model
Purpose:


Illustrate how the HTML Document script model works.  
1. HTML is a markup language, much like XML, but with all its tags defined.
2. Its job is to describe, and with the help of Cascading Style Sheets (CSS), layout the content of a document within a browser’s screen.
3. HTML also collaborates with Javascript to implement client-side behaviors of a document.
HTML documents are usually partitioned into at least three files, content in an HTML source file, styles defined in a Cascading Style Sheet, and behaviors implemented in a Javascript file.

One of HTML’s biggest weaknesses is its inability to include HTML content from other files.  There are several work-arounds for this, e.g., server-side includes, javascript include processing, and use of XSLT to add common code, like navigation links, to many pages. 
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
