Illustrate how the HTML Document script model works.  
1. Javascript is a loosely typed, scripted language of the C family.
2. Javascript typically runs in a script host in the client’s browser.  Its job is to examine, and perhaps modify, the browser document parse tree, and thereby change the visual presentation of the browser window.
3. Javascript can also run in a web server, as we shall see next week.  It’s job there is to manufacture parts of a requested web page, using server-side objects and data.
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
