Reconfiguring a Website

How to Move a website
If you have an existing website and want to move it to a new location, or download one of mine from the college server, you do the following:

1. Copy the folder containing the aspx and aspx.cs files to its new location.

2. Copy the solution files *.sln and *.suo, if you have them, into the new location.
3. Double click on the solution if you have it.  That will start visual studio, it will come up with the IDE and solution, and tell you that the project is unavailable.

4. You remove the project by right-clicking on the project and selecting remove.

5. You right click on the solution and select add an existing website.

6. That will add all the site files to the solution and everything should work as expected.

7. If you don’t have the solution, you simply go to the projects menu, select open existing website and select the folder at the new location.

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Now, to finish setting up the website after alterations, you:

1. remove the unavailable project, by right-clicking and selecting remove

2. Right click on the solution and add existing website, selecting the same folder

3. Now, everything will work, as expected.
