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 Purpose:

This project will develop building blocks for web applications.  The intent is to provide software that is common to many of the CASE projects, which will help project developers get started quickly and make early demos to project customers.  
Activities:

The building blocks will provide:

1. Web and network services using Windows Communication Foundation (WCF).
2. Web site presentation framework using Asp.Net, Silverlight2, and Microsoft Ajax.

3. Rich client framework using Windows Presentation Foundation (WPF) and Xaml Browser Application (XBAP) presentations.

4. A data layer based on LINQ.

We will use an application to manage CASE projects as the prototype for developing these building blocks.  Specifically, this application will:

1. Provide a data layer that stores information about Projects in a SQL Express database, e.g.:

a. Project name

b. Customer name, address, phone, fax, email

c. Student developer names, addresses, phones, emails

d. Text description of the project.

e. Schedule: a list of milestones with tangible deliverables, expected dates, completed dates.

f. Action item list: number, text description, responsible developer, date assigned, completion status.

2. Provide a service layer that will disclose any view of this information via service and data or message contracts.

3. An Ajax enabled Asp.Net web site that provides GridView views of this information that supports record additions, updates, and deletions.

4. A WPF rich client that supports the views in item 3 and provides report generation capability.
