Non-virtual Interfaces
Purpose:

The interfaces needed by derived classes may be different than the interfaces provided for clients.  For this reason, it is often useful to declare all the virtual interfaces as protected, or even as private, as illustrated in this example.
You call the non-public virtual functions from public non-virtual functions.  This keeps the public client interface invariant, while allowing the implementation to be changed by derived classes.
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
