Veneers, Boltins, and Constraints
Purpose:
1. Veneers demonstrate how to wrap additional functionality around an existing class but maintain the same size.  This means that a veneer can be passed to functions that expect the original.
2. Boltins are wrappers that add functionality but may be larger than the wrapped class.

3. Constraints show how to create compile-time tests.  These are often useful in template-based designs.
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
