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Demonstration of .Net/COM Interoperation
Purpose:

Illustrate simple interoperation between C# and COM.  All that is required is to:
1. Build and register COM component.

a. ATL supplies everything needed for .Net interop.  That may not be true for all the raw C++ projects.

2. Create a C# client, in this case a console application.

3. Add a reference to the component’s type library.

a. This builds an interop assembly holding metadata, but no code.  All calls are delegated to COM.

b. Calling new() builds a Run-time Callable Wrapper (RCW) as a proxy between C# code and COM component.

4. Compile and run.

5. This example also shows how to use late binding through IDispatch interface.
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
