Purpose:
Provides classes:
1. IXmlNode (part of IXmlDocument.h):
An interface rich enough to support all activities needed for making XmlDocuments.

2. XmlNodeFactory (part of IXmlDocument.h and XmlDocumentFactories.cpp):
A factory for creating XmlNodes of each of the derived types listed below.
3. XmlNode:
Base class provides entire protocol for all node types and a string member.  Most member functions provide null operations.  This is an example of the Composite Pattern.

4. XmlTextNode:
Derives from XmlNode, supports holding text for XML elements in XmlDocument.

5. XmlCommentNode:
Derives from XmlNode, supports holding comments in XmlDocument.

6. XmlProcInstrNode:
Derives from XmlNode, manages processing instructions held in XmlDocument.  Provides an attributes member to hold name/value attribute pairs.

7. XmlElementNode:
Derives from XmlProcInstrNode, manages XmlDocument elements that may have child nodes and attributes.
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
