Project Submissions - Please submit project submissions as follows:

1.
Provide all source code necessary to build the project execution image.  All code must compile and link using Visual C++ or Visual C# in one of the college clusters, e.g., CST 2-122, Link 202 or Link 010.

     2.
Please provide a batch file named COMPILE.BAT which will build your project from the default directory.  I will create an empty directory, copy the contents of your submission into it and issue the command “compile”.  The result should be an execution image ready for test.



Example:
:compile.bat

 “C:\Program Files\Microsoft Visual Studio .NET\Common7\IDE\devenv” myProj.sln /rebuild debug
     3.
Provide a batch file named RUN.BAT which will invoke your execution image with any com-mand line arguments necessary to generate required output for testing. 


Your run.bat must execute without user intervention
.  Do not require user to enter anything other than a “run” command.  Note that this is also a requirement on your program's functionality.



Example
:run.bat





myprog datain1.txt datain2.txt dataout.txt


Include with your submission any input data files necessary to operate your program successfully. Please test your compile and run batch files following the steps outlined above to make sure that they work as expected.

     4.
Use WINZIP or RAR to archive all your code including source code, execution image, batch files, and input data files if required.  Name your archive USERIDn where USERID is your ecs userid and n is the project number, e.g., either 1 or 2.
