A pair of expandable arrays holding keys and values

5. Queue<T>


Generic queue, similar to C++ std::queue

6. Stack<T>


Generic stack, similar to C++ std::stack

7. Hashtable


based on table with buckets, uses Object::GetHashCode() for hashing

8. HashSet<T>


Generic set based on hashed container

9. Dictionary<Key,Value>
Hashed collection of Key/Value pairs
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
