Demonstrate use of FolderBrowserDialog Component
in WPF Application


Purpose:

WPF applications can host Forms controls using the WindowsFormsHost element.  However, that does not work with components, like the dialogs.  To get around this limitation we:
1. Add a Form to the project

2. Put a FolderBrowserDialog component on the Form

3. Open the form in a WPF button handler and call functions provided by the form to open the dialog and extract the selected path.
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
