Several IP students have had some issues getting a WCF service (that works running in Visual Studio) running under IIS. Harrish Mugundhan found solutions which I've included below: 

I was having problems with hosting wcf in iis 7 . It was showing some scriphandler error. I surfed a little bit and did these steps which worked well. 

1) make sure WCF HTTP activation and WCF NON-HTTP Activation are checked under microsoft .net 3.0 in Windows Features. 

2) They must run ServiceModel -i from "C:\Windows\Microsoft.NET\Framework\v3.0\Windows Communication Foundation" directory. 

3. MS Projects:
A number of you have decided to focus on Asp.Net for your MS Projects. Some of you have not taken the CSE686 – Internet Programming course and may not have a good mental model of what Asp.Net is all about.
