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Project #1 – C++ Exercises  
Purpose:
Develop basic C++ programming skills to prepare for CSE687 – Object Oriented Design.  You will use the text “C++ Primer Plus”, by Stephen Prata, published by SAMS.  A copy of this book is on reserve in the SciTech library in the basement of Carnegie Hall.
There are two branches for these exercises:

1. You have not taken CIS554 – C++ Programming.  On this branch you will begin working with basic classes.

2. You have taken CIS554.  Here you will focus on using the standard C++ library.
Requirements:
The requirements of this project are to:

1. Haven’t taken CIS554:

a. Skim the initial chapters that cover the C Language core of C++, e.g., up to, but not including classes, paying particular attention to memory models and namespaces.
b. Read carefully the chapters on “Objects and Classes”, “Working with Classes”, “Classes and Dynamic Memory Allocation”, and “Class Inheritance”.

c. While you are reading, type in and experiment with all of the examples that interest you – that should be many of them.
2. You have taken CIS554:
a. Skim all the initial chapters covering the C Language core of C++ and the chapters on classes.

b. Read carefully the chapters on “String Class and Standard Template Library”, “Input, Output, and Files”, “Friends, Exceptions, and More”.

c. While you are reading, type in and experiment with all of the examples that interest you – again, that should be many of them.
