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Project #20 –  Stories   
Purpose:
This project uses Silverlight, Windows Communication Foundation (WCF), and Windows Presentation Foundation (WPF) to build a “Stories” Application.  This is intended to be a complement to the graduates page on our website.  It will use an XML template to represent a story, e.g., the Syracuse University story, EECS story, and individual graduate’s stories.  The idea is to bind together a primary photo and text with an arbitrary set of text photo pairs, to describe the beginning, now, and future directions of each of the stories.  For graduates that means: 1) beginning – where they came from (town, state, university) with text and photos, 2) where they are now (company, job description, accomplishments) with text and photos, and (optionally) 3) plans for the future.  The EECS story would provide: 1) history of the department (text and photos), 2) current programs, with faculty in action, e.g., Du in the Lab, Fawcett in the classroom, …, and 3) plans for the future.

The application has two parts: a web application and a desktop application.  The web part uses Asp.Net and Silverlight to provide a compelling view into each of the stories.  The desktop application uses WPF to build a desktop application that runs a stories screensaver by downloading content from a WCF web service. 
Requirements:

The requirements for this project are to provide:

1. An Asp.net application with Silverlight enhancements to present stories retrieved from XML stories files or, if you wish, from a SQL database.
2. A WPF application to run a stories screen saver from XML stories files, downloaded from the server.  The WPF application should be deployed (one-time deployment) from the website.
