This project requires you to read, understand, exercise, and make a critical evaluation of, some parts of the new C++ standard language, ratified in 2011.
Requirements:

This project:



1. shall use the new standard C++ and the new standard library for all code written as part of this study, compile and link using  VC++ 11.0, as provided in Visual Studio 2011 and/or g++, part of the gcc compiler suite.



2. shall provide demonstration programs that thoroughly expose the functionality provided by each new feature.
3. shall prepare a brief report that discusses each new feature, presents the example code developed, and explains the functionality provided by each.
