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Purpose:


Illustrate how to analyze source code using tokens, semiExpressions, and a simple parser structure:
1. Parser is a container of rules

2. Each rule is a detector for some grammatical construction.

3. Rules are also containers of actions.

a. When a rule detection finds a match for its grammatical construct, it executes all its actions.

Parser uses the services of CToker and CSemiExp classes defined in Toker.cs and Semi.cs.
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
